% Getting Started

Step 1. The Central Ohio Youth Peacemakers Training
Program begins with the application process. SAVE
recruits youth groups throughout central Ohio to
become Central Ohio Peacemakers. Adult advisors
attend an informational meeting on Thursday, Oct
21, 2010 that gives them an overview of the
program, its requirements, and program materials.
Participating groups will be selected and notified by
Oct 31, 2010.

+ Youth Peacemakers Violence
Prevention Training
Step 2. The next step in the making of a Youth
Peacemaker is the Violence Prevention Training.
Youth take part in violence prevention training to
develop skills and awareness to stop violence and
advocate peace. Youth begin to develop a violence
prevention presentation using a particular art form
(i.e. dance, drama, music, video, written work, mural
design). The SAVE Awards coordinator provides 1hr
weekly trainings at your site for 9 weeks.

Step 3. On Saturday, Mar 19, 2011, youth will
participate in the annual Peace March as well as a
group community service project. Groups will
present their performance work before a selection
committee that decides which groups will perform at
the annual SAVE Awards Premiere in April.

Step 4. Youth are escorted by limousine to the red
carpet finale...The SAVE Awards Premiere! This is the
final step to becoming a Youth Peacemaker. The
SAVE Awards Premiere will be on Apr 28, 2011
where a performance showcase of violence
prevention training and the arts come together.
Becoming a Youth Peacemaker and receiving a SAVE
Award for Non-Violence is an honor the youth of
central Ohio will always cherish and remember.
